Everlasting Light Ministries participated as members of a
historic delegation to Washington D.C! As an affiliate of
LEARN (Life Education and Resource Network), the largest
national African American pro-life organization, we met with
officials of President George Bush to discuss the horrifying
effects of abortion on the African American community. The
delegation requested that the President use his “bully pulpit”
to expose abortion for the genocidal consequences it has had
on our community in this election cycle.

The statistics are staggering. African Americans comprise
13% of the total U.S. population, but account for 36% of all
abortions performed. Three out of every five African Ameri-
can women will abort their babies. This means that African
Americans are not replacing themselves in society and are at
negative population growth. Since 1973, 14 million African
American babies have been killed by abortion. This is four
times more deaths by abortion than the total number of Afri-
can American deaths from all other causes combined.

Abortion is now the leading cause of death for African
Americans, and this is no accident. Abortion services have
been deliberately and systematically targeted towards Afri-
can Americans. Seventy-eight percent (78%) of the nation’s
abortion clinics are located in minority neighborhoods. The
issue is no longer about “choice” but about genocide.

We want to educate African American clergy and commu-
nity that we are dying as a race of people and killing ourselves
by our own hands. What the slave ships could not do, what
slavery could not do, what the Ku Klux Klan could not do,

the person God had wanted me to be. Thank you Denise and
Brian.”
